Product overview

The FHB150/155/160 are photoelectric type of
smoke alarms, approved to EN14604 :2005/
AC:2008, the most recent and rigorous European
Smoke Alarm Standard. The unique photoelectric
sensing chamber is particularly sensitive to slow
smouldering fires. Typically originating in living
rooms, bedrooms and hallways whilst being
highly resistant to nuisance alarms.

The FHB150 has 2 replaceable one year AAA bat-
teries, the FHB155 has 2 replaceable 5 year AAA
batteries and the FHB160 has a 10-year, sealed in
none replaceable Lithium battery.

Choice and location of alarms

If fire detectors are of ionizing or optical type
is less important, both variants are alarming at
an early stage, the important thing is that you
have fire detectors that work and that they are
checked frequently.

Optical Smoke Alarms

Are best for sensing smouldering fires and are
therefore best suited for rooms containing
furniture, bedding and clothes, found in lounges,
bedrooms and other living rooms and of course
in escape routes.

Heat Alarms

Are most suitable for kitchens, boiler rooms,
workshops and garages where dust, dirt and
moisture would contribute to nuisance alarms.

NOTE!: Heat alarms should NOT be used on walls
and in escape routes and should always be inter-
linked or used together with smoke alarms.

lonisation Smoke Alarms

Are best at detecting fast flaming fires such as
loose burning paper or chemically explosive fires,
however, their operation can be significantly de-
layed the further away they are from the source
of the fire and smoke. Unless there is a significant
risk of fast, clean burning fires in a particular area,
photoelectric smoke alarms are recommended.

The life of this alarm can be significantly reduced

by adverse environments, incorrect location and a
failure to regularly clean and maintain it according _
to the enclosed instruction. This may also cause

the alarm to malfunction and will invalidate the
warranty.

Recommended locations were to put your Smoke
Alarms:
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Restrictions in placements:

Avoid following locations!

1. Do not locate near fans or extractors. These
can pull smoke and heat away from the unit.

2. Do not install in or near high humidity areas

such as showers, bathrooms or kitchens

where humidity levels exceed 85% or the

room temperature exceeds 40°C or fall below

0°C. This may cause nuisance alarms and dam-

age the detector over time.

Heat and air in dead zones may prevent

smoke reaching the alarm, see above picture.

4. Do notinstall in insect infested areas.

Do not install in areas subjected to heavy con-

centrations of cigarette smoke that will cause

nuisance alarms and sooner or later contribute

to contaminate the smoke alarm sensor.

6. Do not install smoke alarms in kitchens, boiler

rooms and garages where fumes and dust

may cause nuisance alarms.

Do not install on poorly insulated walls and

ceilings where cold air boundary layers could

prevent smoke reaching the alarm.

. Do not install near objects that could prevent

smoke and heat reaching the alarm.

9. Do not install within 1.5m of fluorescent light

fitting that could trigger nuisance alarms.

Further details on locations

1. At least one smoke alarm should be installed
in the escape route on all floors.

2. The sensor gills of a unit should be between
2,5 and 30cm below the ceiling (optical) or 2,5
and 15cm (heat).

3. Smoke and heat alarms should be at least 50

cm away from any wall or light fitting.

. If ceiling mounting is impractical, smoke
alarms may be installed on walls provided that
the area is no longer or wider than 10 metres
and that the area does not exceed 50m? and:
The detection element is between 15 and 30
cm below the ceiling.

The bottom of the detection element is above
openings such as vents, doors and windows.

e They are not mounted close to or above heat-

ers or air-conditioning vents.

5. Where smoke alarms are located in a hallway,
corridor or landing, the smoke alarm should
be less than three metres from any bedroom
door to assist audibility behind closed doors.

6. No point on the ceiling in any room, hallway
or corridor should be further than 7.5 metres
from any smoke alarm.

7. Heat alarms should not be used in escape
routes from the building. Where used in other
areas, heat alarms should be no more than 6
metres from other heat or smoke alarms.

8. Do not install heat alarms in bedrooms, nurser-
ies, playrooms or areas where the elderly and
disabled may spend periods of time alone.

9. Do not install heat alarms on walls.

10. To give the earliest warning of a developing
fire, smoke alarms should be installed in all
rooms of your home and interlinked if pos-
sible. (Other than those in point 2 & 6 under
head line Choice and location of alarms as
per above).

Installation procedure

Select the desired location, please follow the
section as per above. You must ensure that
selected surfaces do not contain hazardous
materials e.g. asbestos, electrical wires or similar
before drilling. Be sure to use protection and
safety precautions when drilling, suitable protec-
tive equipment may be to protect yourself from
dust and wear eye and ear protection. Attached
screws & plugs are suitable for use in wood and
plasterboard including concrete.
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To avoid drilling, the attached self adhesive
tape may be an option. But when using self
adhesive tape, make sure the surfaces are free
from grease, dry and flat, press and hold for 30
seconds before you release the pressure.

Remove the ceiling bracket from the base of
the alarm and mount it in the ceiling, then
slide in the two batteries that come with the
package in the right direction by following the
picture in the battery compartment.

At FHB160, the Lithium battery is already in place!

FHB-150 & FHB-155 FHB-160

Match the alarm over the ceiling bracket and
turn it clockwise to lock it into position.
This also activates the FHB160 built-in battery.

Wait two minutes after refitting the unit in to the
ceiling, then press the test button shortly to test
the alarm. The alarm should sound three times
with a flashing red light then stop. After testing,
check that the red light flashes approximately
every minute. Test the alarm once a week to
ensure correct operation.

WARNING!
Use ear protection,
high noise above 85dB

Note - The test button provides a full test of the
alarms functionality. Do not try to test the alarm
using heat, smoke or naked flame as damage
could occur to the unit and the surrounding.

User Information

Protect your home against fire!

Seek out information on the www.msb.se
homepage search on the word “brandskydd” to
immerse yourself in the subject. This information
is free of charge and identifying potential fire
risks in and around your home.

Preventive actions:

* Set up an escape plane and decide an assem-
bly point in a safe area away from the building.

* Practice how to act during a real fire.

* Isthere any fire fighting equipment, where
and who can use it properly?

* Who is doing what? Is it possible to address
different areas of responsibility?

* Don't leave candles unattended, don't handle
recently put out ashes recklessly!

* Do a health check on electrical devices/cables.

* Keep matches/lighters out of reach of chil-
dren.

* Do not store flammable or explosive liquids
near heat sources.

* Be careful of flammable textiles/curtains near
windowsills or candlelit tables.

* Please complete your fire protection with a
fire blanket and/or extinguisher.

What to do if the alarms sound?

* Ensure that everyone leaves the building as
soon as possible. Check all areas, make sure no
one is left behind!

Do not run and do not stop to collect your
belongings except jacket and keys.

If it is safe to do so, close all windows and
doors as you escape to prevent the spread of
fire.

Call the fire brigade at SOS 112

Smoke is the main cause of death from fire. If
trapped inside the building, cover your mouth,
conserve breath and crawl near the floor to
safety.

If possible try to limit/put out the fire, but do
not risk your self or others life doing so.

Do not silence a smoke alarm until you know
the cause of the alarm and when all occupants
are safely outside the building!

Alarm maintenance

A regular program of fire alarm maintenance will
help to keep your alarm in good working order.

e Test the alarm weekly by means of the test
button.

Vacuum & wipe the alarms with a damp cloth
every 6th month.

Do not paint or cover the alarm.

Cover the fire detector when performing dust
rich work, such as grinding of ceiling, floor

or wall rack. A smoke alarm is a sensitive life
saving device. The life of this alarm can be sig-
nificantly reduced by failure to regularly clean
and maintain it according to the instructions.
Lack of reasonable care may also cause it to
malfunction and will invalidate the warranty.

Battery replacement

1. Always use high quality replacement batteries.
2. Remove the alarm from the ceiling and replace
the two batteries in the correct orientation

by referring to the picture in the battery bay.
Note! The FHB160 has a 10-year, sealed-in Lith-
ium battery, which cannot be replaced

Refit the alarm to its position in the ceiling &
test the unit.
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The life of all batteries can be significantly
shortened by long periods of storage or use in
temperatures below 5°C or above 30°C. They
will also be shortened by frequent or extended
periods in full alarm often caused by conditions
such as cigarette smoke, steam, aerosol spray
and condensation.

Troubleshooting

Note! Not all clicks is an indication of battery
failure:

Problems are indicated in six ways:

1. The alarm clicks once every minute indicating
a low battery.

2. The alarm clicks twice every minute indicating

a malfunction in the detection chamber.

The alarm clicks once every 8-15 sec indicating

that the test button is jammed.

. The full alarm sounds for no reason. (A repeat-

ing series of three beeps with flashing light)

The alarm does not sound when pressing the

test button.

The red light remains steadily on or off. (i.e.

does not flash approximately once every min-

ute, when the unit is not in alarm).

Inspect for obvious damage. Replace batter-

ies, check that the alarm has been installed in

accordance with the instructions. In the case of

repeated nuisance alarms, check that the unit is

free from dust, cobwebs and external contamina-

tion from such things as cigarette smoke, drying

paint, spray from household aerosols and steam

that will ultimately shorten the life of the alarm

and invalidate the warranty. If this is the case,

replace the alarm as soon as possible.

Stop nuisance alarms

In non-emergency situations where nuisance
alarms may have been created, for example, by
steam, you can momentarily silence your smoke
alarm by pressing the test button. The red light
flashes every 8 seconds to remind you that the
smoke alarm has been silenced and will automat-
ically reset to quiescent mode in 10 minutes.

Please dispose the device at a recycling centre,
approved by the municipality, after the product’s
life time has expired, note the date markings on
the side.

Product warranty
