Important: Read all of the following instruction before
installing of the devices begins! It is important to achieve
the desired results.

By connecting a Radio Socket to a
smoke, heat or co -alarm (here after
called device/s) you may connect mul-
tiple devices wirelessly to work togeth-
er. In order for this to work, all devices
with associated Radio Sockets must be
programmed in a radio group at the same
period of time. Note that you can have a
maximum of 15 devices together.

Both the Radio Sockets and the devices
have their own built-in, non-replaceable
lithium battery. If the battery runs out

in the Radio Socket, the devices will still
work and sound the alarm locally as a
normal stand alone smoke, heat or CO
alarm does. Battery lifetime is around 5
years, then the radio socket may need to
be replaced.

INSTALLATION

1. Start by inserting the cable from the
device into the Radio Socket marked (D).
Then switch on the device by means of
the leaver (A). The press button (B) to
clear the “friends” memory. The Radio
Socket will respond with four red blinks.

2a. Close the smoke/heat alarms onto
their Radio Sockets and twist them to
power them up. Wait for the device to
click twice acknowledging start up.

2b. Close the CO alarms onto their Radio
Sockets and slide them together to
power them up. Wait for the device to
click four times acknowledging start up.

3. Continue to add units as per above in
steps 1, 2a or/and 2b, for all devices you
like to pair in a group. When this is done
just place them near by your selvesin a
group of unpaired devices ready to be
paired together.

4a. Select two of the devices and put
them in front of you, spaced approxi-
mately 20cm apart.
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4b. Press the test button on the left
(first) device and wait three seconds.
Note! High sound pressure
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4c. Now press the test button on the
right (second) device.
Note! High sound pressure
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4d. Watch carefully as both Radio sock-
ets are supposed to flash red/green. As
soon as one flashes green only, move

that one “Done(1)” to the paired side of
your desk.

4e. The other Radio socket will contin-
ue to flash red/green for a while until it
clicks, then it will flash green only, then
it's ready. (The CO will click four times)

The two devices are now paired.
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5a. If you wish to add another device to
the system, Take the device that beeped
last “Done(2)” and place it to the left and
the next unpaired device you like to ad
to the right.
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Last palred Unpaired

5b. First, press the test button on the
last paired and then three seconds later
on the new unpaired device.

5c¢. Please follow steps 4d. to 4e. to com-
plete the learning procedure.

5d. Repeat all steps per above until all
devices are paired.

6a. When the last device has been added
to the system the radio sockets will stop
flashing green and the:

* smoke or heat alarm will click once

* CO alarms will beep four times.

6b. All Radio sockets has now been
paired successfully.

6c¢. Please test each and every device
cross wise on the desk to be sure that all
has been paired together and respond
correctly.

7. If a unit fails during the pairing process,

the LED will flash red and the device will
not click. Then all units need to be reset
by pressing button (B). Please start all
over again. When resetting the unit, the
red led will flash four times.

Low Battery Warning

The Radio Socket has a built in low bat-
tery warning, if a low battery situation
occurs in a Radio Socket, the led indica-
tor will shift from green to red and flash
every minute.

The Radio Socket will also alert buy a
click in each of the devices that is paired
together in a group. One short click every
4-6th hour. When you here this audio in-
dication, please located the Radio Socket
with the red led indication shown every
minute and replace it as soon as possible.

Expected lifetime of the battery in the
Radio Socket will differ depending on the
surrounding radio interference, please
note the information under section “Im-
portant on Radio Technology”

Function Test after Mounting

When all devices & Radio Sockets are
mounted, you should test the function as
follows:

Use ear protection, the sound is loud!

Press the test button on an optional
device, the device will then give three
distinct signals, while it is forwarding the
alarm to the other members in the group.
This might take up to 15 seconds. These
devices will then respond with the same
three distinct signals in a group of three.

Note that the red LED will flash when
the unit sends or receives an alarm, as a
receipt of correct communication.

Important on Radio Technology

This Radio Socket is equipped with our
unique "Super Safe” radio technology,
which means that while pairing friends
the Radio Sockets are communicating
with reduced power, to simulate the dis-
turbances that may occur under normal
conditions. This provides an additional
safety margin in terms of radio coverage.
However, always check the range and
function and that the devices are heard
sufficiently in sleeping courters, both be-
fore and reqularly after the installation.

Please note that radio conditions and/or
interference maybe changed over time,
and we can not leave any guarantees for
a specific radio range.
